These rules 
shall govern the condition of all events, and by participating in these events, all participants are deemed to have agreed to 
comply with these rules. 
No express or implied warranty of safety shall result from publication or compliance with these rules and or regulations. 
They are intended as a guide for the conduct of the sport and are in no way a guarantee against injury or death to a 
participant, spectator, or official. 
The race director shall be empowered to permit minor deviation from any of the specifications herein or impose any 
further restrictions that in his or her opinion do not alter the minimum acceptable requirements. No expressed or implied 
warranty of safety shall result from such alteration of specifications. Any interpretation or deviation of these rules is left to 
the discretion of the officials of Needmore Speedway, LLC. Their decision is final. 
Approval of a car by NS, LLC inspection shall only mean that inspected car is approved for participation in a race event, 
and shall not be construed in any way to mean the inspected car by NS, LLC is guaranteed mechanically sound. NS, LLC 
and staff shall not be liable for any mechanical failure nor for any losses, injury or death resulting from it.

SPIRIT AND INTENT 
 

The rules and regulations contained herein are the standards by which racing events at the Needmore Speedway will be 
guided. Officials at these events are authorized to decide if a variation or design is an attempt to beat the rules or alter 
effectiveness of the rules. The officials can and will disqualify an entry for such actions. Track officials shall reserve the 
right to initiate action to correct a hazardous situation or condition not in compliance with the spirit and intent of these rules 
and regulations. 
All cars and support equipment must be maintained throughout the year in a pleasing and professional manner in 
appearance and mechanical condition. Track officials reserve the right to request or demand updates and changes to any 
vehicle and support equipment. Failure to comply with the spirit and intent of these rules and regulations may result in 
suspension, disqualification, expulsion, and/or fines to be designated by track officials or as may be set forth in these 
rules. 
 

GENERAL RULES/ ALL RACING CLASSES 
 

CAR AND DRIVER REGISTRATION AND APPEARANCE  
 

A: Numbers: they must be at least eighteen (18) inches high and two and one half (2 ½) inches wide, clearly visible and 
identifiable on both sides of the car. All cars must have a number on the roof at least twenty-four (24) inches high and 
two and one (2 ½) inches wide. All cars must have numbers at least four (4) inches high on all of the following: 

  1. The nosepiece in the approximate location of the right headlight. 
  2.  The rear of the fuel cell. (At least six (6) inches high on late model cars.) 
  3.  The truck lid in a clearly visible position. (on all other classes) 

The numbers must be in color that presents a high contrast with the color of the car part upon which it is displayed. 
This rule is for the benefit of the competitors who desire to be scored correctly. In the event of more than one car with 
the same number, a team may be required to alter or change their number in some way to avoid any confusion in 
scoring or other racetrack operations. Letters and/or Roman numerals are not to be used in lieu of Arabic or standard 
numbers. 

B:  Driver registration and requirements: no driver can compete without registering name, social security number, address 
and telephone number with track officials. Drivers under the age of (18) eighteen years of age must provide a minor 
release signed by parent or legal guardian. By submitting their registration and/or taking part in action at the 
Needmore Speedway, the competitor further agrees to abided by all track rules and regulations and the decisions 
made by the track officials. The competitor further agrees that the racing area is in a safe, race able and unusable 
condition and assumes full responsibility for any and all injuries sustained, including death and property damage, any 
time they are on property of the Needmore Speedway or en route to or from such property. 
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C:  Cars must be painted and maintained in the best possible appearance. Anything on the racecar can be required to be 
removed if deemed to be offensive by the track officials. 

 

FUEL AND FUEL SYSTEMS  
 

A:  Gas only. Racing Gas is allowed. 
B:  No alcohol, nitrous oxide or any other additives will be allowed. 
C:  No electric fuel pumps will be allowed. Only mechanical fuel pumps in the stock location will be permitted. 
D:  A fuel cell in a metal container securely mounted in the car no lower than the axle tubes is mandatory. The fuel cell 

must be strapped in the car by at least two (2) metal straps of two (2) inches by one eighth (1/8) inch. The fuel cell 
must be installed so in the event of the racecar rolling over, the vent will be closed and the cap will remain closed to 
prevent fuel spills and fire danger. 

E:  Fuel lines cannot run through the driver’s compartment unless they are enclosed in metal tubing. 
F:  No bottom fed fuel cells. 
 

MISCELLANEOUS SAFETY ITEM  
 

A:  Battery: it cannot be located in the driver’s compartment. It must be securely mounted and shielded. 
B:  Wrecker loops must be securely installed on the front and rear of each racecar. 
C:  Drive Shaft: the drive shaft must be painted white and it must be enclosed by a drive shaft loop made of a minimum of 

one quarter (1/4) inch by two (2”) steel mounted approximately twelve (12) inches from the rear of the transmission. 
D:  Fire Extinguisher: A two (2) pound dry chemical fire extinguisher, U.L. approved, adequately mounted and easily 

accessible to the driver. Also a 10-pound dry chemical fire extinguisher is required in each pit. 
E:  Roll Bars: padding of all roll bars within thirty six (36) inches of the driver is recommended. A minimum clearance of 

three (3) inches must be maintained between the top of the driver’s helmet and lowest part of the top bar of the roll 
cage. 

F:  Roll Cage Construction: A full roll cage constructed of a minimum of one and one half inches (1 ½) round tubing or 
black pipe with .095 wall thickness is required. There must be three (3) bars on the driver’s side and two (2) bars on 
the passenger side. The roll cage must pass track inspection. Any roll cage made from tubing that is not mandrel bent 
(such as heating or bending) must have metal gussets welded in all bends and joints. This is an extremely important 
safety factor and should be used in all cars regardless of method used to form roll cage. Welds on any part on the car 
must meet track approval for safety reasons. Welding together of broken steering parts is not allowed. 

G:  Lug nuts and wheel studs: all classes are encouraged to use at least one half (1/2) inch wheel studs. At least five (5) 
studs and lug nuts must be used. 1 inch lug nuts required. 

H:  Seat belts and seats: Racing seats and seatbelts are required in all classes. Lap belts should be at least three (3) inch 
quick release types with a two (2) inch wide shoulder and crotch harness. Seats and belts must be securely mounted 
to the roll cage. Aluminum seats are required in all classes. Belts must be securely fastened before the car enters the 
race track and must remain fastened until the car returns to the pits, unless car is involved in an accident, and then 
must not be removed until track official safety personnel reaches the car. Seat belts must be up to date and track 
approved. 

I:  Window Nets: Full nets are required in all classes and must be fastened in place before moving car onto the race 
track and it must remain in place until returning to the pits; unless the car is involved in an accident, then the window 
net must remained fastened until safety personnel reaches the car. 

J:  Fire Suits and Helmets: Required in all classes. The helmet must be tract approved (SA .05). The fire suit must be a 
fire resistant SFI certified material and it is recommended 
 that fire resistant hood, gloves and shoes accompany it. Regular “coveralls” and worn out fire suits and/or those with 
accumulated grease and oil soaked into them are not sufficient for driver protection. Track officials can and will require 
replacement of such items before a driver can participate in any type of event. 

K:  Drivers are not to get out of their car on the race track in the event of an accident, until track safety personnel reaches 
the car and authorizes it, unless the car is on fire. Getting out of the car after an accident or during an event to work 
on the car, arguing with track officials, or for any other reason can result in disqualification and/or suspension. 

L:  Track officials will not work on your car on the track. If the car needs attention, the driver should go to the pit area so 
the pit crew can take care of the car. 

M:  Pit area speeds: minimum speed must be maintained when driving in the pit area. 
N:  Steering Columns: Collapsible steering columns and padded steering wheel centers are recommended. Late Model 

required. 
O:  Nerf Bars: Cars are permitted to run a Nerf bar on each side of the car, mounted flush with the side of the body and 

made a maximum of one (1) inch by one (1) inch square tubing. The bar must be mounted at a level with center of the 
front hub beginning at or near the back of the front wheel well and extending to or near the front of the rear well at the 
same level as the center of the hub. The bar can begin again at the rear of the rear wheel well at the same level and 
extend to the end of the rear quarter panel, ending at the same level. The ends of the bars must be capped and/or 
curved inward and they must be constructed and mounted in such a fashion as that no rough edges or bolts protrude 
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that any damage another car. The Nerf bars can be mounted so they can be removable. Construction and mounting 
of the nerf bars is subject to track approval. The nerf bars will not be included in the measurement of the width of the 
car. 

P:  Window Bars: at least three (3) steel bars, a minimum of five sixteenths (5/16) inch in diameter, must be mounted 
vertically, no more than four (4) inches apart in front of driver in the windshield area. Wire mesh in the same area is 
recommended. 

Q:  Brakes are required on all four (4) wheels of racecars, and they must work properly. 
R: Lubricants to be discarded must be dumped into proper receptacles placed in pit area. 
S:  No antifreeze will be allowed in any racecar radiator/cooling system. 
T:  No mirrors will be allowed in any racecar. This includes hand held or temporary mounted mirrors. 
U:  All weight must be securely fastened. No weights allowed in drivers compartments. All lead must be painted white 

with car # on it. 
ALL RACERS MUST HAVE A 10LB FIRE EXTINGUISHER IN TH EIR PIT AREA! THIS IS MANDATORY BY LAW!!! 
All Racers must be equipped with Raceievers, this i s mandatory for all classes.  

 
 

CONDUCT AND PROCEDURES 
SPECIAL NOTE: Any driver suspected of being psychically or mentally unfit or impaired so as to safety participate in any 
event may be barred from participation until fitness is apparent or attested to by proper medical personnel. 
A:  Track officials reserve the right to fine, ban, or suspend any driver, other competitor, pit crew member or any other 

person on the property of Needmore Speedway or take other action as it may be deemed appropriate by track officials 
if that person engages in unsportsmanlike conduct and/or conduct detrimental to the sport of auto racing. 
This includes profanity in front of or directed to race fans, officials, and other competitors. Throwing of helmets is 
strictly prohibited. 

B:  No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs will be allowed in the pit area during an event. If your particular part of the 
event is completed or you are out of the event, you still cannot bring alcoholic beverages into the pit area. Drivers and 
any other in the pit area including track workers, car owners, or pit crews found consuming alcoholic beverages before 
or during an event may be required to load up their car and leave the area. Anyone found in possession of using 
illegal drugs on the property of NS, LLC is subject to the arrest by law enforcement agencies. 

C:  Drivers are responsible for the conduct of their pit crews, family members and any other persons associated with their 
car. Drivers are not to stop their car on the track to argue with track officials nor is anyone else allowed to engage in 
any disorderly argumentative conduct towards track officials or other competitors during any event. Such conduct may 
result in disqualification or other actions. All such persons should remain in their pit area and NOT go to the racing 
area or other pits to engage in any type of unruly conduct. Any fines imposed by track officials against such persons 
must be paid before the driver can compete again at the discretion of the track officials are deducted from any 
winnings. Such fines will be added to the driver’s point’s fund. 

D:  Inappropriate conduct may lead to arrest by law enforcement agents and prosecution for criminal violations. 
E:  No persons engaging in racing events, in any capacity shall make any claim damages, expenses, or otherwise 

against Needmore Speedway or its officials. 
F:  Only tow vehicles and safety vehicles will be allowed in the pit area during racing events. 
G:  Pit Passes: No one under fourteen (14) years of age will be allowed unsupervised or without an adult. 
H:  Injuries received at the track must be reported to track management before completion of the event. Information report 

must be completed and signed by injured person. 
I:  No driver is to allow anyone to ride on or in his car while on any of NS, LLC property, except at the discretion of track 

officials. This includes while racecar is being pushed or towed. 
J:  Decision of track officials on interpretation of rules, scoring, flagging; technical inspections or race procedures will be 

final. 
K:  When the race begins, the flagman is in control of the race NS, LLC decisions are final. The drivers are responsible 

for becoming familiar with the flag rules. 
L:  If two (2) or more cars cross the finish line at the same time, the car next to the pit wall is deemed the winner. 
M:  Drivers must be ready for their scheduled events. If not in line to enter track in their designated place by the white flag 

lap of the preceding race, they must go to the rear of the field. 
N:  Time Trials: If time trials are held, the cars must be lined up in the staging area. If the staging area becomes empty, 

time trials are over. Cars not timed must go to the rear of the field. Cars not in line promptly will only have one (1) lap 
timed. 

O:  Entry to the track racing area racecars having gone to the pits for whatever reason is to be strictly governed by track 
officials. Competitors may be allowed to reenter the race but the driver must stop at the entrance to the racing surface 
to await a signal by the designated track official before proceeding unto the track. 

P:  Any car deliberately stopping a race by any method will be scored a lap down. 
Q:  Drivers cannot move down from one racing class to another without prior approval by track officials. 
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R:  Causing of three (3) caution flags displayed in an event will result in the driver being sent to the pits. 
S:  Drivers of the first five (5) cars or others as deemed necessary by track officials or other events designated by track 

officials must proceed to the scale shack area in the order that they finish the race to await technical inspection by 
track officials. Drivers ignoring this rule and proceeding to their pit area and/or loading up their car may be disqualified 
and not paid winnings due to them. 

T:  Drivers failing to disassemble their cars for technical inspection in a timely manner (as ruled by track officials) will be 
disqualified. 

U:  Driver changes: No driver change can be made during an event without prior approval of track official. 
V:  Glass containers: No glass beverage bottles or other glass containers can be brought onto the grounds of the 

Needmore Speedway. Drivers subject to fine or suspension if any glass containers are found in the pit area. 
W: Driver is responsible for keeping pit crew, friends and family away from, the car inspection area and scales until 

inspection is complete on all cars held for inspection. Only one pit crewmember will be allowed in these areas, if NS, 
LLC officials require the need for removal of parts for inspection. Only one pit crewmembers will be allowed in these 
areas, if NS, LLC officials require the need for removal of parts of the inspection. 

 

FLAG RULES  
A: Flagman: Watch the flagman. His decisions on flagging are final. They are intended for the protection and safety of 

the Competitors, the fans, and the orderly progression of the racing events. 
B:  Red Flag: DANGER, Stop as quickly as possible. Do not pass the flagman or other cars. 
C:  Green Flag: Displayed to start or restart race. 
D:  Yellow Flag: CAUTION: Slow the racecar to the slowest possible speed. Do not pass other cars or race back to the 

flag stand. Lapped cars will maintain position on the track. Scoring reverts to the last green flag lap. 
E:  Blue Flag with Yellow (or Orange) Stripe: Passing flag. Cars being lapped must move to the inside of the track. 
F:  Black Flag: Any car receiving the black flag must go to the pits for consultation with track officials. Failure to obey the 

black flag will result in disqualification or other action. If black-flagged for disciplinary problems, the driver does not get 
any points or pay for the event. 

G:  White Flag: designates the last lap of the race 
H:  Checked Flag: designates the end of the race. 
I:  Pace Car or Truck: If either is used, do not pass the pace vehicle on the track. 
 

PROTEST AND INSPECTION 
A: Track technical inspectors are in charge of technical and safety inspections and procedures pertaining thereto. Their 

decisions are final. 
B:  Protests shall not be official unless filed in writing to the track officials not more than ten minutes after completion of 

the feature event for that racing class. The proper cash bond must accompany it. Only the cars finishing in the top five 
(5) positions will be allowed to protest. They may protest any car finishing in front of them. No back protests will be 
allowed. If protests are withdrawn, the track retains 25% of the protest fees. 

C:  Any car involved in a protest will be impounded in an area designated by track officials and it must remain there until 
inspection is complete. 

D:  Protest for visual violations requires no fee and must be filed in writing at least ten minutes before the start of the race. 
“Visual” refers to anything outwardly visible, whether under the hood or not. 

E:  Any parts suspected of being illegal may be confiscated. 
F:  If found illegal, the protested driver forfeits all money and points won at that event. Drivers refusing to tear down will 

be considered the same as being illegal. If the same driver is disqualified two (2) times in one season driver forfeits all 
points gathered to that point. If the same driver is disqualified (2) two times in one season, he is barred from racing at 
Needmore Speedway the remainder of the racing year. If car is disqualified two (2) times the owner must prove car is 
on compliance with NS, LLC rules before racing again. 

G:  If in the process of an inspection, the officials see a non-protested item deemed to be an intentional attempt at 
circumventing the rules and regulations, the inspection will cease and the car will be declared illegal. 

H:  Only the following people can be present at protest or track initiated inspections; track officials, two (2) people from 
the protested team, and one (1) representative from the protesting team. No other drivers or team members allowed. 
Drivers are responsible for their crews at protests or inspections and any misconduct or use of alcoholic beverages 
may result in disqualification, forfeiture of the protest bond and other actions. 

I:  Track officials reserve the right to require any part of any race car to be disassembled at any time for inspection. In 
such cases, only track officials and two (2) people from the car to be inspected may be present. 

J:  In the event of a protest or track initiated inspection, the payoff of the event winnings may held up until results are 
finalized. They will be distributed at the discretion of the track officials.

1.    Anything not specified in the rules must be stock. All equipment must be in original position from original 

manufacturer. 3400lbs. These engines must come from factory in the car. 
2.   Any American made 2 or 4 door car, wheel base must remain factory. 
Engine Rules:   
3.   Engine must be strictly stock for that make and model.  
4.   Engine allowed .060 for bore plus .010 wear. 
-     Engine must pull 17 inches of vacuum at 1,000 RPM. 
Heads:  
5. Stock valves. No after-market retainers. May have 3 angle valve job. No bowl cutting of any kind. Stock rocker 
 studs only. Stock rocker arms only. No polly locks or guide plates.  
Cam and Lifters: 
6.   Intake lift 390 – Exhaust Lift 410. Stock replacement lifters only. Must have wire ring clip. Valve adjustment must be 

preloaded. Stock push rods only.  
Carburator: 

7.   Stock for make and model. Fuel injection OK if come from factory. Optional stock carb or unaltered single line Holley. 
8.   Stock manifolds only for make and model. Outlet cannot exceed 3 inches. NO headers.  
9.   Transmission must be stock.  
10. Stock rear-end for make of car only. Lock rear-ends OK.  
11. Stock suspension for make of car. No jack bolts or spring buckets allowed. NO heavy duty springs allowed. 

Modification of any kind (heating, cutting) OK. 
12. All doors must be welded shut. All glass and materials that would burn MUST BE REMOVED.  
13. Racing seat required. Seat must be bolted with a minimum of 6 3/8” bolts to bars that are welded to roll cage. Must 

have 5-point quick release type racing seat belt and shoulder harness 3” wide. Must be bolted to roll cage with 
minimum 3/8” bolt.  

14. 4-point roll cage required and must be welded to frame rails and all connections must be fully welded. All cages must 
be a minimum diameter of 1 ½” and minimum .090 wall thickness. A minimum of 3 horizontal bars is required in the 
driver’s door and a minimum of 2 in the passenger door. Roll bar installation and workmanship must be approved.  

15. Stock unaltered floor pan, firewall, trunk, and trunk floor must be retained. No hulling permitted except front doors for 
roll cage. Dashboard may be replaced with sheet metal. All holes in floorboard and firewalls must be covered with 
sheet metal. Must have stock bumpers. No bump bars of any kind. May have radiator protection bar, cannot extend 
past front bumper. May have bar to protect fuel cell.  Must have 3 windshield bars in front of the driver.  

16. Steel wheels maximum 8” wide. Maximum tire width 8 ¾ ”. No aluminum wheels. D.O.T. tires only. 
17. BRAKES Stock type master cylinder, booster optional. Disc brakes OK. 
18. Fuel tank may be moved inside of trunk. Fuel cell recommended. Tanks must be securely mounted.  Fuel cell must be 

no lower than center of the rear end housing.  Approved fire extinguisher with gauge required and must be securely 
installed in reach of driver.  

19. Battery must be only located under hood or in trunk.  
20. Helmets and complete fire suit must be worn anytime car is on track. Racing steering wheel with quick release 

permitted. 
 

Hobby Stock/Pure Stock  
 

CAR AND BODY:  
1. Any 1960 or newer sedan with a stock factory wheelbase. 
2. Weight 3200LBS.  
3. For driver’s safety, all cars are required to have at least a 4-point roll cage. Roll cage must be welded to frame rails 

and all connections must be fully welded. All cages must be minimum diameter of 1 ½ and minimum wall thickness of 
.090. A minimum of 3 horizontal bars is required in the driver’s door and minimum of 2 horizontal bars in the 
passenger’s door required.  
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4. All doors must be welded shut.  
5. Must have at least 3 windshield bars in front of the driver.  
6. Racing seat required.  
7. Must have 3-point quick release type seat and shoulder harness of at least 3” wide.  
8. Must have full front and rear firewall in driver’s compartment.  
9. Unibody may be tied together.  
10. May hull trunk  
11 Wheel wells may be cut for tire clearance only.  
12. Stock dashboard ok. May be replaced with sheet metal.  
13. Must have stock bumpers. Must have front tow hooks.  
14. Exhaust: Headers OK must be parallel with ground.  
15. May run 4 inch rear spoiler.  
16. May use aftermarket body, aluminum or steel. May run aftermarket nose and tail piece. Bodies must remain stock 

appearing.  
 

SUSPENSION: 
17. TIRES: Steel wheels that are a maximum of 8” wide. Beadlock wheels okay right side only. 
18. Stock mount shocks in stock location.  
19. Changing of springs ok. Cups ok.  
20. Screw jacks or adjustable shackles on rear OK.  
21. Disc brake OK.  
22. Trailing arms must be stock, unaltered.  
23. May run tubular top A-arms in stock location.  
24. Any steel driveshaft.  
 

ENGINE: 
25. The engine must be strictly stock for that make and model. GM in GM. Ford in Ford.  
26. Engines allowed .060 for bore plus .010 wear. Any flat top pistons are allowed.  
27. May still run cast pistons.  
28. No clutch fans. This for safety purposes.  
29. Any flat tappet hydraulic cam. No 4-7 swaps. 
30. 72 CC heads minimum. No angle plug heads. No porting and polishing on heads.  Roller Rockers stock ratio OK.  

May run screw in studs and guide plates. Any retainers and locks. May run poly locks. Stock type valve springs. No 
beehive springs.  No double valve springs. Valve size 1.940 Intake 1.500 Exhaust. Bowl cut in head cannot exceed 1 
inch, and must retain lip.  

31. No coating of engine parts, except pistons.  
32. No 400 Cubic inch engines.  
33. No high performance equipment.  
34. NO big blocks.  
35. Rods: Stock rods, stock length. SR Eagle or Scat 7/16 bolt or cap screw. I-beam rods only. 
36. Stock type distributor.  
37. No oversize lifters. 
38. Valve Lash .000.  
39. Crank Shaft stock stroke. Steel crank shaft is OK. Minimum 49lbs.  
40. All cranks will be weighed with pilot bushing, cam gear, bolt and washer.  
41. Aluminum radiator is OK. Headers OK. No Zoomies.  
 

CARBURETOR:  
42. Stock carb or unaltered single line Holley. Can remove choke butterfly. No porting and polishing. Stock bowls only.  
43. Spacer plate or adaptor not to exceed 1 inch. INTAKE:  
44. Any aluminum or steel intake. No high rise. No porting and polishing.  
 

FUEL:  
45. Pump gasoline or racing gasoline only. No additives.  
 

TRANSMISSION:  
46. Stock type transmissions only. May run Nodule Iron Fly Wheel with balance plate. Stock type clutch and pressure 

plates only. Automatics must have torque converter. No racing transmissions. Fly Wheel must weigh 14lbs. Clutch 
and pressure plate must weigh 16lbs. No aluminum parts.  

 

REARENDS:  
47. Stock rear ends only. Lock rear ends ok. Changing of gears ok. Disc brakes OK. Floaters OK. 9” Ford Rear ends OK. 
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SAFETY:

2010 NLMS FORD ENGINE RULES 
 

 

HEADS 
1. Sportsman M-6049-N351 or M6049-N352 heads allowed. NO after market heads. N351 head maximum intake runner
 volume 195CC, Exhaust runners 80CC maximum.  N352 head maximum intake runner volume 188CC, and Maximum
 exhaust runner volume 77CC.  Combustion chamber volume either head, 62CC.  NO Tolerance.  Maximum valve size
 2.02” intake, & 1.65” exhaust.  May use Brodix NLMS “SPEC” aluminum heads.  
2. Cylinder head must be unported. NO porting, polishing, gasket matching, or coating on inside of head runners.  No
 Epoxing in runners.  No short side radiousing.  Must be able to see and feel the defined raised lip of original bowl in the
 cylinder head, in all areas of the bowl, AND  All bowl work must  remain concentric with the valve guide, and NO
 machined or grinding work more than .650” below the 45 degree valve seat.  Any Work done more than .650” below
 valve seat will be deemed port work NOT part of the valve job.  Any completely smooth blends, of the bowl on the short
 side (even though you can see where the cutter stops) will be considered short siding, again must be able to  see and
 feel the defined raised lip of the original bowl. 
3. Stud mount rockers ONLY, stud must go through center of rocker arm.  No shaft mount rockers. 
 

NLMS BLOCK  
1. M6010-D351, M351, or N351 are acceptable blocks.  N351 block will cost the racer the least amount money on
 machine work, and would be preferred. 
2.  Dart Block Part #31384195, and 31385195 allowed.  World Products Block part # 087150 and 087152 allowed. 
3. No lightening of engine blocks allowed. 
 

CRANKSHAFT  
1. Any cast or forged steel (No Billets) crankshaft must have a stock stroke of 3.50”, and weigh a minimum of 54lb.  No
 knife edging or winging of cranks.  Ford part #M-6303-G351 is a good place to start, The M-6303-G351 is to lite.   
2. Ford may run after market crankshaft, but must meet all of above criteria. 
 

OIL PUMP 
1. Wet sump oil system, or may use an external single stage belt driven oil pump.  Oil must be pumped from, and
 returned to oil pan. 
 

CONNECTING RODS 
1. Any forged steel sportsman rod, 6” maximum lengt h, 7/16 rod bolts permitted.  
 Connecting rods not to exceed $750 cost.  
“I” Beam Rods Allowed:  
 1. Crower Sportsman 6”  
 2. Eagle   6”  
 3. K-1    6”  
 4. Manley Sportmaster 6”  
 5. Pro-Comp   6”

2. NO Billet rods, or Carilla rods. 
3. May polish beams, No profiling or cnc machining in center of beams. 
4. Manufacturer’s name and Rod size must remain on rod.

1. Engine Balancing permitted 

CAMSHAFT 
1. Any flat tappet cam 
2. Stock diameter lifters ONLY ..875”, OEM size to make of engine, NO ceramic foot lifters allowed, all lifters must have 
 magnetic base. 
3. NO roller cams or lifters

4. Cast iron stick ONLY, NO billet cams. 
 

TIMING GEARS 
1. Timing chain and gears ONLY 
2. NO gear drives, or belt drives 
  

INTAKE MANIFOLD 
1. Any cast iron or aluminum intake. 
2. No porting, polishing, squaring/gasket matching of ports. When using NLMS SPEC aluminum heads, you may gasket
 match intake port opening no more than ½” (.500”) deep into runner. NO MATCHING ON HEAD SIDE. 
3. May run 1” spacer 
4. Turtle OK not altered 
5. Total adapter not to exceed 1” total.  Anything mounted between carburetor and intake is considered spacer, and can
 not exceed 1” total. 
6. Directional spacers OK. 
7. All intakes must be from a recognized name brand intake manufacturer, ex Edelbrock, Brodix, Holley, Weiand, etc.
 MUST have manufacturers name and part number intact and unaltered. NO import manifolds allowed 
 

CARBURETOR  
1. One dual line, single pump 3310 Holly, with Vacuum sec. 
2. May remove choke butterfly. 
3. May drill idle holes in primary butterflies.  There should be No half, or flat throttle shafts in the primary side of the
 carburetor’s base plate. 
 A. The primary throttle shaft, with a 172 butterfly should be a minimum of .1868” thick 
 B. The secondary round shaft, with a 172 butterfly should be a minimum of .1828” thick. 
 C. The secondary  half or flat shaft with a 172 butterfly, should be a minimum of .1228 thick 
 D. Billett base plate allowed must meet factory Holly specs. On throttle bores, and above throttle shaft specs. 
 Note: Checked with go-no-go gauges  
4. May install secondary jet metering plate, Billet metering plate allowed. 
5. May NOT remove choke horn. 
6. NO porting or polishing. 
7. Ford 735 c.f.m. OK, Secondary Throttle screw OK. 
8. Single pump ONLY.  No rear nozzles. 
9. Four corner idle OK. 
10. Carbs checked with Go-No-Go gauges. 
11. Stock inside diameter boosters 3310 Holley.  Down leg Boosters OK, must remain stock Holly specs.

2010 CHASSIS AND BODY RULES  
 

Weight:  
NLMS Weight 2,400 lb at qualifying, 1 pound per lap burn off on heats, last chance, and feature races, green flag laps 
ONLY.  Track scales are the Official scales of the race weekend. 
 

Crate Late Models Weight 2,300 lb at qualifying, 1 pound per lap burn off on heats, last chance, and feature races, green 
flag laps ONLY.  Track scales are the Official scales of the race weekend. 
 

Suspension:  
1. Any Late Model Chassis allowed, Stock Clip, Square tube or Round tube.  NO aluminum frames or front clips on 
 chassis,  square tube frames must be a minimum of 2”x 2” tubing, round tube must be a minimum of 1 ¾” tubing.  
2. Full racing roll cage mandatory, 1 ½ OD x .090 steel tubing minimum.  No chrome moly tubing. 
3. Engine Location, 6 1/2” from center of cross member to #1 spark plug on stock clip cars, 6 1/2” from center of upper
 control arm mount  to #1 spark plug on full jig cars or 25 ½” from mid plate to center of upper control arm mount
 measured on left side only,  ½” tolerance.  50lb penalty per full inch that engine is set back to far, weight must be
 mounted in front of engine block.  Ex. Engine set back 8” or 27” must add 50lb in front of motor, 9” or 28” 100lb in front
 of motor. 
4. One working shock per wheel, except left rear may have 2 workable shocks ONLY.  Single adjustable, or Double
 adjustable shocks allowed.    
5. Any 14” aluminum wheel allowed.  NO carbon fiber or other exotic material wheels permitted.   
6. Minimum wheel base 103”, 1” tolerance. 
 

Tires  
Hoosier—, Spec D21, Spec 28, Spec. D55, D70, 2700. 
American Racer —, Spec 48, Spec 56, Spec 70. 

 

Body : 
1. Stock appearing after market accepted.  May be made of steel, aluminum or fiberglass. 
2. NO wedge style bodies.  NO roof mounted wings or spoilers allowed. 
3. Nose and roof must match body style. 
4. Floor boards, and fire wall must cover the drivers area and be constructed to provide maximum safety. 
5. Drivers seat must remain in same general area as the general design. 
6. Windshield screen or bars are mandatory. 
7. Numbers and Lettering should be neat, numbers should be at least 18” high, and are required on doors and roof. 
8. NO fins, or raised lips of any kind permitted anywhere the entire length of car.  Body line must be smooth and even
 line from front to rear. 
9. NO bump bars of any kind. 
 

Nose Pieces:  
1 Must have stock nose.  NO wedge noses. 
2. Must be made of molded type material.  20” bottom to top. 
3. Two piece nose must be fastened together in center, NO spacers to gain width.  Must mounted not to alter original
 shape. 
4. No cutting from bottom or sides.  NO adding to bottom at frontal area to achieve lower ground clearance. 
5. Stock nose piece can extend a maximum of 50” from center of front hub to farthest point extending forward. 
6. Front fender flairs must be made of plastic, and can NOT alter shape of original nose piece.  They can extend beyond
 front tire width with wheels pointed straight, and must have collapsible support. (No steel supports) 
7. GM cars must run GM nose piece (ex.Monte Carlo), Ford cars must run Ford nose piece (ex Mustang), Mopar must
 run Mopar nose piece (ex. Charger). 
 

Roofs and Roof Supports:  
1. Must be stock appearing and mounted level.  45” minimum height from ground. 
2. Must be mounted parallel to body and near center of car. 
3. Minimum material 41” long by 46” wide.  Maximum material 45” long by 54” wide.  NO lips on rear of roof. 
4. Fiberglass roofs OK. 
5. All roof side panels must extend to edge body.  Rear roof supports (C pillars) may be curved, no more than 3” of curve
 at widest point, measured with a straight edge from roof edge to body edge. Supports must be max. of  18” at top
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 where mounts to roof, tapered to max 3” high at rear of support, with base or bottom a maximum of 40” long.  If rear
 supports have window opening, both must be either open, or closed, NOT 1 open and 1 closed.  
6. Any sun shields (4” maximum) must be hinged for easy exiting. 
7. Front roof supports can be no more or less than 2” wide by 24” long must be flat, no arched roof supports on front.  
 
Front Fenders and Hood : 
1. Must be level and flat from left to right side of car. 
2. Fenders can not gain height from rear to front of car 
3. NO part of fenders or hood can be below outside body line. 
 

Doors:  
1. At NO point can door side break inward toward center of car. 
 

Interior:  
1. Interior may be dropped inward to the middle of the car no more than 3” below the top of the doors and must be at
 least 12” below the roll cage, (1” tolerance). 
2. Interior must gradually taper up to the quarter panel height, and be level for 32” from the rear of the quarter panel. 
3. Interior (decking) must be fastened flush at the top of the doors and quarter panels, and may taper gradually towards
 the center of the car, not creating a lip effect, with a minimum of 8” taper. 
 

Quarter Panels:  
1. NO offset quarter panels, except equal taper towards the center of the car. 
2. Tire clearance from body must be at least 2”.  NO wheel skirts. 
3. At NO point can quarter panels break in towards center of  car. 
4. Quarter panels should measure a Maximum of 46” from center of rear end to rear edge of quarter panel, 52” maximum
 from center of rear end to top corner of quarter panel where spoiler mounts.  Quarter panels must be a maximum of
 36” high from ground to top rear corner of quarter panel. (all measurements 1” tolerance) 
 

Spoiler:  
1. Rear spoiler must manufactured of a sturdy material such as lexan, or aluminum. 
2. Rear spoiler material can be 8” wide maximum of total material, measured from deck to tip of material.  Maximum
 width of spoiler is 72” wide. 
3. Rear spoiler can not be mounted above the deck to create a wing effect. 
4. Spoiler must begin where quarter panels end.  NO extended decks. 
5. Spoiler supports must be a maximum of 18” long across bottom, measured where support meets deck.  Maximum 3”
 high in front, and a maximum of 8” at its highest point, at rear measured from top of rear deck.  Supports may be
 squared off at top of support at the rear, 6” wide maximum.  Top edge may rolled or lipped a maximum of 1” for added
 strength and support. 
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
